Writing An Interview Guide

Each group member will separately use the primary research question to: 
Develop an interview guide that you can use to collect data through a face-to-face interview.  The purpose of the face to face interview is to collect qualitative data that you can use to address your research question.  

Developing an interview guide requires you to generate questions and refine your questions.  You might pilot-test your questions and collect data from someone like your targeted participant to see where your questions are strong and how they need revision. You should write down prompts you think you might want to use to encourage the person you interview to provide comprehensive explanations.  

For this take home assignment you must develop an interview protocol, describe steps taken to refine the interview protocol, and explain what information you hope to obtain by asking each question.  Describe how you expect the interview data you will help you answer your research question/subquestions.
