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Assignment 5
Part 1

Using a blank copy of your transcript from Take Home Assignment Four, do open coding on your data (derive themes from inductively reading your transcript).  And do deductive coding – derive themes from your data specifically focusing on addressing your group’s qualitative research question/subquestions.  

Organize the codes you generated into thematic categories.  Develop a cursory coding guide from your inductive and deductive analyses.  And use your coding guide to categorize your data. 

Each member of the group will turn in their coding guide and coded data with the final assignment on May 5.

Part 2 

Send an electronic copy of your transcript from Take Home Assignment Four to each member of your qualitative research group (except for the person that you’ve interviewed).  Categorize the data from each group members’ in depth interview using the coding guide developed by your group in class on 4/21/08.  Engage in the constant comparative analysis approach to begin to generate findings that can be used to address your research questions/subquestions.

Bring what you are able to accomplish between 4/21 and 4/28 to class to work on this constant comparative analysis method in class with your group members on 4/282/08.

Data should be coded into at least three categories. What you turn in needs to reflect your across case data reduction. Turn in your group analysis of categories on May 5 with the report that you will write for Part 3. 
Part 3
In addition to your coding categories, turn in a 5-7 page paper that describes your findings. This paper should include a comprehensive answer to your research question that incorporates:

1) Coding categories used to differentiate across responses 

2) Major themes that occurred across cases

3) Sample quotations

4) Your analysis or interpretation of what you’ve found
