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Paying the price
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Phil Fullerton's Valley Voice (July 7) about the "corruption, venality, incompetence, sexism and favoritism" of Fresno State's athletics department hit the nail on the head. As a professor at the university for the past 22 years, I have painfully experienced the shortage of academic resources affecting my students. 

Case in point: At the Craig School of Business, we are woefully short on tech support. With instruction now becoming heavily dependent on technology (computer labs, classroom computers, software, projectors), inadequate tech support directly translates into inadequate instruction quality. 

Several million dollars donated for academics have been instead re-channeled toward athletics over the years. For long-term, systemic corruption such as this to take place, certainly more than one person had to have been involved in it. 

When instructional technology in a classroom fails due to inadequate budget for maintenance and support, putting the instructor in panic mode and jeopardizing the quality of the planned presentation, football coach Pat Hill's seven-figure salary provides very little consolation to students. And when instructional quality suffers, you and I -- users of the services of these future professionals, be it accountants, lawyers, nurses or doctors -- ultimately pay the price.
